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FRAUD/SCAM ALERT

 OAE Director, David E. Johnson, Jr. has forwarded the following alert:

 The Office of Attorney Ethics  has seen several instances within the last several months  in 
which counterfeit “Official Checks” drawn on USA  banks for several hundred thousand dollars  have 
been accepted by New Jersey attorneys.  The checks were in payment of debts owed to clients  of the 
firm and were greater in amount than what was due.  The attorneys  wee asked to deposit the checks 
and wire the balance back to the debtor, who was  in Asia.  Unfortunately, the attorneys’ banks  even-
tually fond out that the “Official Check” was  really a scam.  Each attorney’s  bank therefore charged 
the entire amount of the deposit back to the attorney to satisfy.  

 Malpractice insurance may help attorneys  who have been victimized by this scam.  At least 
one attorney was  reimbursed by his  carrier, less a $5,000.00  deductible.  An attorney accepts such 
checks at his or here own risk.

UNITED STATES DISTRICT COURT SURVEY

 The United States District Court for the District of New Jersey is  conducting a survey during 
the month of February to assess the quality of service that it provides to members  of the Bar and gen-
eral public.  The survey may be found on the Court’s  internet homepage www.njd.uscourts.gov. For 
those who do not have access  to the internet, a similar paper survey is  available at the Intake Counter 
at each Clerk’s  Office.
